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The dualistic and discrete combination
of continuous threads to complex rhyth-
mical patterns has been a paradigm for
order in ancient Greek times. Weaving
is a binary art, where each horizontal
thread crosses either over or under a
vertical thread. The aim of the PENELOPE
Project is thus to integrate ancient weav-
ing into the history of science and tech-
nology, especially digital technology. The
project encompasses the investigation
of ancient sources as well as practices
and technological principles of ancient
weaving. We set up a PENELOPEan lab-
oratory where we detect the models

and topologies of weaves and develop
codes to make them virtually explorable.
